What your alarm system is...
Youralarmsystemis made up of a control paneland several detection deviceslike motion sensors,
magnetic contacts,and so on. Specific areas of detection are called zones. Zonescanbe programmedto
have differentcharacteristics. Some zones may be 24-hourzones, thatis, theyremain armed evenwhen
the alarm systemis off. Zonesused forfire detection, forexample, are always 24-hourzones. In addition,
somezonescanbe programmed to allow bypassing. Whenyou bypassazone, youtemporarilyremove
it from the alarm system. Always remember, however, that bypassed zones are not protected.

How your alarm system works...
When adetection deviceistriggered, the status ofitszone goesfromnormalto FAULTED. Ifarmed,
the control panelresponds by reporting an alarm condition onsite --- flashing keypad lights, sounding
bells---andif programmed, by transmitting an alarmsignal overthe telephone wiresto a central
monitoring station. The monitoring station then dispatchesthe appropriate authorities.

Some ofyoursystem'soperationsrequire you to enteryour personalidentification number (PIN) onthe
keypad. These include ARMING and DISARMING.

Along withits many otherfeatures, your system can be programmed to ARMINSTANTLY orto ARM
WITH TIME DELAY (i.e., after giving you time to leave the premises).
