Coaching Tip by Andrew Clarke (Dev Sq Coach)
Goundstrokes – Backhand
Ideally your backhand should be the most versatile shot in your game. The key to being able to play both offensive and defensive shots of your backhand wing is early preparation and grip change. For an offensive shot, you should close the racquet face, enabling you to come over the ball for topspin, whereas for a defensive slice you should keep the neutral continental grip to generate backspin.
