CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

1. The Tournament committee shall have the entire control and management of the Tournament and reserves the right to refuse entry to any player without providing a reason.  The Committee also reserves the right to cancel any event in the event of insufficient entries.

2. In the event of any disputes the decision of the Referee or in his absence, the deputy, shall be final.

3. All Competitors in all events must be the specified age or under as at March 21, 2010.  Proof of age must be provided upon request.

4. You may enter no more than one doubles and two singles events. 
5. When entering a doubles event you must indicate who your partner is on your entry form. If you want to play doubles but can't find a partner the tournament committee will try to find you a doubles partner. You must indicate beside your entered doubles event "partner required".

6. It is the player's responsibility to check the draw time.  Matches will be forfeited if players are not ready to play at stipulated times.  The draw will be available on this following website, www.claremonttennis.net.au  
7. Competitors must be available at all times of the tournament from start to completion, unless you are playing compulsory school sport. If so please make a note on your entry form as to when this is, so we can try to schedule around it. This does not guarantee we will schedule around it.  
8. Players who turn up late for matches will be disqualified.  It is your duty to advise the tournament venue if you cannot play.  Refunds are not accepted once the draw has been done.

9. All matches (except the finals) are first to 9 games, tie-break at 8 all to decide the match.
10. Finals will be best of two tie-break sets (at deuce – next point wins the game) with a tie break at one set each to determine the winner.  Under 10's  play first to 9 games, tie-break 8 games all.

11. Late entries or entries without fees are not accepted.  Closing dates are very clear on the front of your form for each event. ALSO ALL PLAYERS AND PARTNERS MUST BE CLAREMONT MEMBERS. 
12. Both singles and doubles events are knock out format.
13. Match Scheduling: Friday 5.30pm a few matches will be played during Teen’s club. Saturday’s 1.00 pm-6.00pm and Sunday’s 9.00 am-1.00pm (except if your pennant team is in finals). If you can not play on Saturday’s times please do not enter as you will be scheduled to play. You will only play on Saturday and Sunday if you were to progress through the tournament.   

14. The tournament presentation and junior/teens club wind up will be held on Friday, March 26, 2010 at 6.00pm. The duration of the presentation will be no longer than 30 minutes. The tournament committee encourages all players and parents to be present at the presentation from start to finish concluding the tournament together. 

15. Winners and Runners Up of the Championship Events will receive trophies at the presentation.

16. The tournament committee is hoping this Championship will be played in good sportsmanship and good behaviour on court. Bad behaviour on court will not be tolerated and may lead to disqualification.
