
3 �Walk completely around your parked car to check for children, 

pets or toys before you start or move your vehicle.

3 �Make sure children are accompanied by an adult when they 

get in and out of your car and firmly hold their hands 

anywhere near vehicles.

3 �Select safe play areas for children away from driveways 

and know where children are playing.

3 �If you need to move a vehicle and are the only adult at home, 

place your child securely in the vehicle while you move it.
