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A Dairy Traineeship...
...is a great way to Earn while you Learn
What is a dairy traineeship?
A Traineeship, like an apprenticeship, is where your employer/supervisor provides most of your training in the workplace, supported by a registered training provider who also issues your qualification, e.g. the Certificate II or III in Agriculture (Dairy Production).
Am I eligible?

Traineeships are not just for young people, anyone from 15 years of age can be employed as a trainee and this may include family members (conditions apply). You don’t need to be unemployed and while there are no specified minimum educational requirements, basic literacy and numeracy skills to year 10 standards are recommended.

How long does it last?

You will complete a Certificate II or Certificate III in Agriculture (Dairy Production) over 12 months.
Where will I be working and learning?
Mostly on a dairy farm. You will learn on the job and you will also attend some group training sessions with other trainees in your area. 
What will I be doing?

Its more than just milking cows!  You will learn about pastures and feeding cattle, operating machinery like tractors and motorbikes, using chemicals and medicines safely, caring for dairy cattle and even skills for working with other people.
What does it cost and what will I get paid?
You will need to pay normal tuition fees to TAFE or a private training provider; some employers help their trainees with this cost.  You will get paid award wages which includes minimum conditions of employment; see www.commerce.wa.gov.au or call Wageline on 1300 655 266. 
Are there any other benefits? 
Certificate II Dairy Trainees can apply for the Tools For Your Trade payments of $800 at 3 months and a further $800 at 12 months or on successful completion.   
Certificate III Dairy Trainees can apply for the Tools For Your Trade payments of $800 at 3 months and for further progressive and successful completion payments of up to $3000. 
This money is tax exempt and paid direct to you; you decide how you spend it!
You may be eligible for a Living Away From Home Allowance and in some cases additional payments may apply; check with an Australian Apprenticeships Centre.
